Trailer Repairs

In orderto transport our karts to different tracks around the country we have a trailer which can

transport 4 karts. Whilst returningfrom atrip the plywood boards collapsed rendering the trailer
unusable without repairand the club unable torun any trips with our own karts. Luckily the karts on
the trailerweren’t damaged at the time.

The repair costs are listed belowand are just for the materials required to completethe repairs. In
orderto reduce costs we have repaired the trailer ourselves, savingin the region of £400.

Aswe’ve had numerousinspectionsin previous years
which haven’tindicated thisasa problem, the need to purchase a new cupboardis completely
unexpected.

We needourjerrycans in order to store petrol foruse in both our fleet of go-karts and the clubs
classicMini. The containerrequiredis astorage box for 4 jerry cans which will meetthe
requirements the fire officer has requested. Without this containerourgarage will be shut down and
the club prevented from usingits equipment.
