Background

e To ensure the efficient use of Imperial College Union resources clubs and societies should
remain active in fulfilling their aims and objectives with a minimum of 20 members. Union
policy requires that annually those falling short of this be considered for dormancy.

o Dormancy: this has no negative implications except that after being dormant for a specified
period of time (one, two or three terms) a club may be closed.

e In exceptional circumstances (such as a lack of handover from the previous committee), may
be eligible for exemption from dormancy or closure. Eligible clubs will be considered on their
own circumstances and a decision reach by vote at a general meeting of the RCC.

Proposal
Criteria applied:
o Dormant: either less than 20 members or no future committee (yet or planned)
e Closure: already dormant and continue to meet these criteria; or both of the dormancy
criteria
e Clubs scheduled for closure have been contacted (all members) to invite a committee and
defence.
